	The controversial bills pending in the Florida Legislature, if enacted, would allow banks to foreclose on Florida homes without going to court.  Banks support the change because they say it will speed the estimated statewide backlog of 500,000 foreclosure cases.  But opponents say it takes away a homeowner’s basic right to due process – giving far too much power to lending institutions.

	“Our clients and many others with whom we have spoken are appalled by the boldness and inequity of this proposed legislation,” said Mark P. Stopa of The Stopa Law Firm.  “We had many tell us they would like to be in Tallahassee to strongly voice their opinions, if only they had transportation there and back.  We are happy to be able to sponsor the free bus trip and expect it will be a very
full bus.”
